NOHLC has negotiated several open space agreements with developers that provide
natural common areas for homedwaezsare multiple advantages for this
arrangemerttustered housing or minimal housing footprint has a lower infra-
structure cost; homeowners associations pay a yearly fee to the conservancy for
maintenance of the common area; and the protection of valuable natural resources
attracts buyers who appreciate the relief from urban closeness. The headwaters
region of North Oakland County is the home to the start of four river systems created
by retreating glaciers 13,000 years ago. Thus we are also home to unusual ecosys-
temsprairies, savannas, fens,
